Passages

Underline two or three important lines/passages that stand out to you. Be ready to read them aloud and explain why you chose them.

Questions

Jot down one or two questions that you think would create some interesting conversation about the text.

Save The Last Word For Me

Passages

Read your passage aloud and then say, “Save The Last Word For Me! Why do you think I picked this passage to share?” Get everyone else’s opinion first before you share what you were thinking and why you underlined it.

Questions

Read your question to the group and get each person to answer. Then see if you can keep the conversation going by asking follow-up questions based on the answers of the group. Once you feel you’ve really probed deeply into the thoughts of your fellow group members, go ahead and share your ideas

What do you know about the Gulf of Tonkin incident and the resolution passed by Congress?

Brainstorm three questions about this topic.

Post Reading

What questions were answered?

What questions remain or new questions arose?

How does the source of this article influence how the information presented?
