For the third year the English department is offering a senior elective called Contemporary Literature.  Some of the goals of this course are:

•  to develop life-long, discriminating readers,

•  to explore trends in contemporary literature

•  to help students formulate and meet individual reading goals

•  to help students find meaningful books to read

· to provide ways for students to interact with others to enhance their reading experience.
